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SA2 would like to thank SA1 for providing clarifications on the emergency call back requirements in Release 9 and Release 10. 

SA2 has further analysed the case where the UE does not make the E.164 number of the user available to a PSAP, thus making impossible for the PSAP to call back the user in the CS domain. This may occur for example when: 

-
the implicit registration set identified by the first entry on the ISIM are not provisioned with a tel URI

-
a UE did not perform IMS emergency registration.

Note that performing an IMS emergency registration may not be required in some countries since it is not possible to perform it in some radio access technologies and adds considerable delay to the emergency call set up. 

In light with the recently agreed change request in SA1, SA2 has readdressed for Release 10 the solution of allocating a temporary tel URI to the UE that did not provide the E.164 number, so that the PSAP is presented with a temporary CLI that can be called back if required. 

SA2 has identified the following drawbacks when allocating a temporary tel URI:

-
unlike directory numbers a temporary tel URI is non geographical so the PSAP cannot derive the location of a fixed broadband user from the presented CLI;

-
the temporary CLI uniquely identifies a particular user only for the duration of the period in which call back is required. After that period the same temporary CLI may be reallocated to a different user.

-
the PSAP operator may not be able to determine if the CLI provided is a temporary tel URI or not. 

Before proceeding with the specification of the above mentioned solution SA2 would like to obtain guidance from SA1 on whether the advantages of enabling a PSAP to always perform call back outweigh the disadvantages described above and if, given the recently agreed change request the Stage 1 specifications, such solution would now fulfil all the SA1 requirements.

SA2 asks SA1 if the allocation of a temporary tel URI to UEs which did not make their E.164 number available fulfils all the SA1 requirements in Release 10 and if the disadvantages of such solution are acceptable.
