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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes an enhancement to the IUT requirement on SCC AS handling upon lost of Collaborative Session control.
Discussion
In Rel-9 TS 23.237, due to time restraint, control transfer of the Collaborative Session is not specified. And it is specified in the subclause 4.2.3 “IUT Requirements” that 

“ -
If the Collaborative Session control is lost for an active Collaborative Session, the SCC AS shall release all the Access Legs participating in that Collaborative Session.”. 

In Rel-10, Collaborative Session control transfer is one of the WI objectives to be specified. When looking back at the said requirement in Rel-9, it is proposed to allow the SCC AS to transfer the control to another UE involved in the Collaborative Session if the Collaborative Session control is lost in the current Controller UE for an active Collaborative Session, so that the user experience can be improved (i.e. the session over the Access Legs of the Controllee UE will not be interrupted due to the loss of the Collaborative Session control on Controller UE).
Proposal
It is proposed to apply the following changes to 3GPP TR 23.8bc v0.0.0 “IMS Service Continuity; Inter-UE Transfer enhancements”.

Architectural Requirements

If the Collaborative Session control is lost for an active Collaborative Session, the SCC AS may release all the Access Legs associated with the Collaborative Session or the Collaborative Session control may be transferred to another UE involved in the Collaborative Session and belonging to the same subscription.
