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1. Overall Description:
In the last SA plenary (SA#45), a stage-2 CR was not approved (see S2-095856), which contained the following two requirements:

1) If there is a conflict between the list of preferred access networks allowed by the HPLMN and the list of preferred access networks allowed by the VPLMN, then the preference of VPLMN shall take precedence over the preference of the HPLMN. 

2) All access networks restricted by either the HPLMN or the VPLMN shall not be used for EPC access.

Both requirements stemmed from the applicable stage-1 requirements.

The argument for not approving the CR was that both requirements above assume that the UE shall be able to receive and process ANDSF MOs from H-ANDSF and V-ANDSF, and shall tailor its behaviour based on both those MOs. It appears however that the current assumption in CT1 is that the UE shall not combine, compare or otherwise process the AND&S information received from both H-ANDSF and V-ANDSF, but it shall rather accept the AND&S information sent only by one of them (e.g. always accept/prefer the information from V-ANDSF and reject/ignore the information from H-ANDSF).

SA2 has been developing the ANDSF Rel-9 specifications so far based on the assumption that a roaming UE can take into account ANDSF MOs from both V-ANDSF and H-ANDSF, and can identify / resolve potential conflicts. CT1 is kindly requested to clarify if this assumption is not acceptable from a stage-3 perspective and if SA2 needs to change its current ANDSF assumptions for Rel-9 specifications. Based on CT1’s response, some stage-2 ANDSF changes may be required.
2. Actions:

ACTION to SA2:
SA2 kindly requests CT1 to provide the above clarification and evaluate if the current SA2’s assumption is acceptable from a stage-3 perspective.
