Procedure for Paging with IMSI (RNC connect multi-NNSF nodes)
On receipt of the PAGING message, the NNSF node transfers this message to the destination RNC. In case the paging-request/paging with IMSI, the NNSF node should temporarily stores the mapping between the Global-CN-ID of the node that issued the paging message and the IMSI. 
If the RNC connects with multi-NNSF nodes, the PAGING IMSI NOTIFY message should be sent to the left NNSF nodes except which receipts PAGING message, and all these NNSF nodes should temporarily stores the mapping between the Global-CN-ID of the node that issued the paging message and the IMSI. 
Note:
The Paging response message may be reported via the SNSF other than the one the PAGING request message going through. To keep all the SNSF are capable of route the PAGING response message correctly, it is proposed to notify the other SNSF nodes by PAGING IMSI NOTIFY message.
