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	In E-UTRAN, IMS capable UEs have two options for SMS delivery, SMS over IP and SMS over NAS using SGs interface (“SMS over SGs”) between MME and MSC. 
However, it has not been specified yet how the UE selects which delivery method to use, and how a home operator can provision its own preference according to its support for SMS. 

The possible configurations regarding SMS proposed in this contribution are in accordance with what has already been agreed in CT1, as defined in TS 24.167. 
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	Define two possible configurations regarding SMS, which the home operator should provide:
- SMS is not to be invoked over IP networks
- SMS is preferred to be invoked over IP networks

Domain Selection for SMS
To allow for appropriate domain selection for SMS delivery, the following applies for an IMS capable UE which supports E-UTRAN:

It should be possible to provision UEs with the following HPLMN operator preferences on how an IMS enabled UE is supposed to handle SMS services:

-
SMS is not to be invoked over IP networks: the UE will not attempt to deliver SMS over IP networks. If the UE does not reselect RAT due to domain selection for UE originating sessions / calls (see subclause 7.2a), the UE will attempt combined EPS/IMSI attach or combined tracking area update when already attached for EPS services only (as defined in TS 23.272 [30]) if not already attempted.
-
SMS is preferred to be invoked over IP networks: the UE will try preferably to deliver SMS over IP networks. If the UE is registered to IMS, the UE shall send SMS over IMS, even if it is EPS/IMSI attached. If SMS over IMS is unavailable (for example, IMS registration fails) and if the UE does not reselect RAT due to domain selection for UE originating sessions / calls (see subclause 7.2a), the UE will attempt combined EPS/IMSI attach or combined tracking area update when already attached for EPS services only (as defined in TS 23.272 [30]) if not already attempted.
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
