The MME at Attach communicates with HSS to retrieve subscription data. If this operation is not successful, there are several possible cause codes, which need to be mapped to appropriate cause codes over NAS to the UE in order to have consistent system behaviour.
The recommended mapping table is shown in Table X.1.
