Definitions, Symbols and Abbreviations

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

SectorID or Sector Address Identifier: This identifier is defined in 3GPP2 C.S0024-A v2.0 [32] and is used to identify an HRPD AN. The Network operator shall set the value of the SectorID according to the rules specified in clause 14.9 of 3GPP2 C.S0024-A v2.0 [32].

Inter-System Routing Policies: One or more operator-defined rules that specify how a UE, that is capable and allowed to operate multiple radio accesses simultaneously, shall select the most preferable radio access networks to access EPC and how it shall route uplink traffic across the selected access networks (e.g. which access network shall be used per APN and which access network shall be used for each IP flow that belongs to the same APN).
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
