1. Introduction

In rel-9, controller could initiate release of media in the Controllee UE, given that Controller and Controllee belonged to the same subscription. In rel-10, the constraint of being in the same subscription has been removed. So, the document aims to introduce flows that illustrate the release of media initiated by the Controller UE on the Controlle UE when they belong to different subscriptions.

Controller UE-1 initiates the request. SCC AS-1 of the controller recognizes that the Controllee is of a different subscription and asks the SCC AS-2 of the controllee to confirm the release of media. Once that is done, the SCC-AS-2 informs the success of release to SCC-AS 1. SCC AS-1 then updates the remote leg of the collaborative session.
2. Reason for Change

To provide flows for Controller initiated release of media from Controllee UE. Such flows are missing in the TR.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS <TS number and version>.
**************************Proposed Change*************************
6.1.3.5.x
Controller initiated Release of media from Controllee UE (Controller and Controllee belong to different IMS subscriptions)
The information flow shows the Controller UE releasing a media flow from the Controllee UE. As a pre-requisite, there exists a Collaborative Session with two media flows, Media–A on the Controller UE (UE-1) and Media–B on the Controllee UE (UE-2). Furthermore, Controller UE and Controllee UE profiles are stored on different S-CSCSFs, S-CSCF 1 and S-CSCF 2 respectively.
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Figure 6.1.3.x-1: Controller initiated Release of media from Controllee UE (Controller and Controllee belong to different IMS subscriptions)
1.
Controller UE-1 sends a Release media request to SCC AS-1 to release Media-B on Controllee UE-2. The Collaborative Session request includes enough information for the network to:

-
identify that the media to be released is Media-B;
-
identify that the media to be held is on Controllee UE-2;

-
identify the session that contains of the media flow to be released;

-
keep the control of the Collaborative Session in Controller UE-1.
2a.
S-CSCF-1 forwards the Release Media request to SCC AS-1.

2b.
SCC AS-1 verifies that UE-1 is a Controller and therefore is authorized to release the media from a Controllee UE with a user belonging to another subscription.
2c.
SCC AS-1 sends a Release Media request towards UE-2 to release Media-B on UE-2. The Collaborative Session request includes enough information for the network to:

-
identify the source of the release media request as UE-1;

-
identify that the media flow to be released is Media-B;

-
identify that the source of the media flow to be released is Controllee UE-2;

3.
S-CSCF-1 forwards the Release Media request towards S-CSCF-2.
4.
S-CSCF2 forwards the Release Media Request towards the Controllee.

5.
Controllee UE-2 provides the Release Media Response to the S-CSCF 2.
6-7.
S-CSCF-2 forwards the Release Media Response to SCC-AS-1.
8. The SCC AS-1 updates the remote leg of the collaborative session with Media-B released.

9-10. The SCC AS-1 informs the Controller UE-1 via the S-CSCF1 of successfully releasing Media-B from Controllee UE 2. Steps 9-10 could be performed in parallel to Step 10.
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
