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Abstract of the contribution: Some reflections on bearer identification for vSRVCC handover
Discussion

The study on vSRVCC has been concluded in Brunstad at the last SA2 meeting. Off-line, there have been discussions on whether there exists any other solution to that of mandating a particular QCI for video that could be agreeable. The following proposes such an additional alternative, that allows the P-CSCF / PCRF to detect the service type and send this towards the MME, and by doing so ensuring that the MME have an explicit indication that the allocated bearers relate to a video call. That way, there will be no need for the MME to guess whether the bearers relate to a video call or not once the handover is initiated. 
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In short, the procedure would be as follows:
1)
An originated or terminated call is being established in IMS. 

2)
Authorization of QoS resources is requested by the P-CSCF. The current service type (i.e., “video call”), is indicated if known. The PCRF may otherwise try to decide this locally based on other information. 

3-4) As part of the Create Bearer Request, the service type “video call” is also sent including the information which bearers are related to it (i.e. voice bearer with QCI=1 and bearer for video with other QCI). The MME will receive this, and can locally correlate the bearers being set up with the video call. 

Proposal

It is proposed to discuss the above-made proposal to introduce the possibility for the P-CSCF/PCRF to indicate to the EPC whether the bearer request should be handled as video call or not. If agreed, the source companies will provide needed contributions to implement the agreement for the coming meeting.
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
