HSS based Cell ID retrieval based existing mechanisms
This clause describes current mechanism for Cell ID and PLMN ID retrieval that is provided over Sh. 
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For an incoming or outgoing session, the AS requests the location information from the HSS using the existing Sh-Pull (see TS 29.328 [aa]). The AS can indicate, using the Current Location IE, whether active location retrieval has to be initiated or not. Furthermore, the AS may indicate the serving node for which the location is required (e.g., SGSN/MME or both).
