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	The current text in clause 4.3.17.5 (MTC specific Access Class Barring) includes the follwing NOTE:
NOTE:
A UE configured for MTC and that is a member of Access Class 0..9 does not attempt normal network access when barred as part of MTC specific Access Class Barring. This is regardless of whether or not the UE is permitted by Access Classes 0..9 as specified in TS 36.331 [37]. A UE configured for MTC follows the defined procedures for emergency/priority network access (i.e. Access Classes 10..15) regardless of whether or not the UE is barred as part of MTC specific Access Class Barring.
There was consensus in SA2#81 to replace this NOTE with normative text and to make sure it covers all cases of the combination of non-MTC and MTC specific ACB. However, the exact text was not agreed upon.  This CR proposes new normative text to replace this NOTE and cover the missing cases.  
In addition, a new NOTE is added to indicate that interaction between NAS and AS layers will need to prevent rejection of RRC requests from a UE configured for MTC or low priority when the UE is a member of at least one permitted special category or is attempting emergency access while permitted by network.  This will make sure that UEs using permitted and special access classes will not be RRC rejected for MTC specific overload control.

MTC specific Access Class Barring

Access Class Barring can be used to address potential overload issues caused by UEs.

E-UTRAN provides additional Access Class Barring functionality to bar UEs configured for MTC independently of other UEs.

MTC specific Access Class Barring can be initiated via O&M into the RAN, by internal RAN functionality, and influenced by signalling from the Core Network (see clause 4.3.7.4).

The RAN can, when needed, broadcast both non-MTC specific Access Class Barring and MTC specific Access Class Barring simultaneously.

A UE configured for MTC shall comply with both MTC specific Access Class Barring and non-MTC specific Access Class Barring (i.e. Access Classes 0 to 15) by the RAN as specified in TS 22.011 [67], 

A UE configured for MTC shall only consider non-MTC specific Access Class Barring to determine if it is barred from network access when one of the following conditions apply:

a)
the UE is a member of at least one permitted special category (Access Classes 11 to 15); or

b)
the UE is attempting emergency access while the emergency special category (Access Class 10) is permitted.
Otherwise, a UE configured for MTC shall not attempt network access when barred by either or both non-MTC specific Access Class Barring (Access Classes 0 to 9) or MTC specific Access Class Barring.

Interaction between NAS and AS layers will need to prevent rejection of RRC requests from a UE configured for MTC or low priority when the UE is a member of at least one permitted special category or is attempting emergency access while permitted by network.
