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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank RAN3 and CT1 for their LS on CS Fallback triggered upon Service Reject,  R3-102530 and C1-104417, respectively.
In light of response from CT1, SA2 has discussed questions 1 and 3 with the following outcome 

1. To SA2: RAN3 understands that the recent SA2 change was to align stage 2 with CT1’s stage 3. Which is the abnormal scenario that SA2 is assuming for the extend Service Reject?  In section 5.6.1.6 of TS 24.301 different abnormal scenarios have been identified. RAN3 understanding is that SA2 is referring to case e). Can this be confirmed? 
SA2’s Response : RAN3 understanding is correct, that SA2 is referring to 24.301 Section 5.6.1.6 case e).
3. To SA2 and CT1: If it is assumed that the UE autonomously selects another RAT, is there any benefit for the MME to use the “CS Fallback triggered” cause  in the UE Context Release Command message to initiate redirection of the UE to UTRAN/GERAN or 1xRTT access?

SA2’s Response: In light of CT1’s decision on question 2, i.e the UE autonomously selects another RAT,  SA2’s conclusion is the same as CT1’s that the eNB does not need to provide redirection information to UTRAN/GERAN or 1xRTT access. However, since providing a cause code in S1 Release command is mandatory and the S1 Release is due to CSFB, the MME provides the “CS Fallback Triggered”  cause in UE Context Release Command. This can help the eNB in keeping correct statistics about RLF events, an issue that CT1 identified in their LS (C1-104417). Hence SA2 has retained this cause in the attached SA2 approved CR, but removed the option of eNB providing redirection information to the UE.
