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1. Overall Description
RAN3 has discussed at RAN3#69bis the meaning of the GBR, MBR and UE AMBR values passed over S1 in the UE Context Setup, E-RAB Setup and Handover messages.

RAN3 understanding is that these parameters, even if transferred over S1-MME, don’t represent the actual bit rate over S1-U since GTP/UDP/IP headers are specifically added over S1-U interfaces.

Besides, questions were raised whether this bit rate represents the bit rate at PDCP SDU level or RLC SDU level.

Finally, RAN3 concluded that S1-MME only transfers these parameters but their definition should be in the remit of SA2 and more specifically in TS23.401.

2. Actions 
To SA2: RAN3 kindly ask SA2 to take note that they now reference TS23.401 for the definition of GBR, MBR and UE AMBR QoS parameters for LTE.
