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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT4 for the LS (S2-110225/C1-110763) on restriction on the use of LIPA PDN connection.
SA2 would like to inform CT1 that the group has reached following agreement:

Question 1: If in a future release requests for additional bearer resources for an established LIPA PDN connection are allowed, is it expected that pre-Rel-10+X UE should also get acceptance of requests for additional bearer resources?
[Proposed Answer]: In Rel-10 the L-GW does not support QoS management work. It is assumed all bearers of a UE used for LIPA have the same QoS characteristic. As such it is not possible to establish bearers for LIPA with different QoS characteristic for the same UE. Thus additional bearer request or EPS bearer resource modification procedures are not supported for LIPA and shall be rejected by the L-GW. 

But in a future Release the above assumption may change. In that case, it is possible that additional bearer resource can be accepted for a Rel-10 UE if it is camped on the post Rel-10 network. The UE does not need to be aware of the Release supported by the network or whether the bearer is established for LIPA. It just follows the instructions given by the network, e.g. particular reject cause value. 

Question 2: Is it considered sufficient from a system point of view to just provide any reject cause to UE implementations or is it preferable to provide a particular reject cause so that Rel-10 onwards UE implementations identify the situation and take particular action (e.g., prohibiting or limiting re-attempts)?
[Proposed Answer]: As mentioned above UE does not need be aware the release supported by the network. So it is required that a particular NAS cause value is returned to UE if the GGSN/PGW is Rel-10 so that the UE is informed about the situation.
In this case it is assumed that a similar NAS cause value as adopted for the Emergency service can be considered. However SA2 left it for CT1 to decide on it.
