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Introduction

3GPP TSG SA thanks BBF for their LS regarding arranging a workshop between the experts of the two organizations to further progress the work on Interworking between 3GPP and BBF systems.  

TSG-SA#51 has discussed the matter and would like to propose a scope, a draft agenda, and dates for such a workshop. 

Proposed Scope

3GPP TSG-SA proposes for the workshop to cover the following items, and offers the following draft agenda:

1. Policy and QoS interworking between 3GPP and BBF architectures when traffic is offloaded in the local wireline network when H(e)NB or WLAN access are used.

2. Network based mobility when the BBF access is considered as trusted network.

3. Further convergence beyond basic inter-working: Converged subscriber database, converged policy management and further architecture optimizations for operators providing both 3GPP and BBF accesses.

Review of requirements.

Progress work on:

· A potential architecture for the case of network based mobility when the BBF access is considered as trusted.
· Further convergence between 3GPP and fixed network architectures beyond basic inter-working such as converged subscriber database, converged policy management based on charging and further architecture optimizations for operators providing both 3GPP and BBF accesses with input from BBF.  
· Policy and QoS interworking between 3GPP and BBF networks with considering scenarios when the services and policies are provided by the BBF network for 3GPP UEs and BBF fixed devices.
