	Current definition of SMS in MME is a bit short or weak and seems to allows for different interpretations, which causes also some uncertainty for stage 3 work. Some refinement can be found in some separate function or procedure description. It is however useful to have a more precise high level function description for SMS in MME.
Current definition may be understood to provide service only to UEs that require only SMS. But it provides also SMS to UEs that want full CSFB when there is just SMS support available.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	The high level function description is enhanced to clarify what characterises “SMS in MME”.
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	It remains confusing for stage 3. Possibly it may also result in interopration issues between different implementations.

General

SMS in MME is an architecture option primarily intended for networks that do not deploy GERAN or UTRAN. SMS in MME delivers SMS services over EPS NAS signalling for UEs requiring SMS services. SMS in MME does not provide any other CS services. SMS in MME architecture option enables support of SMS in the EPS via E-UTRAN without requiring deployment of 3GPP MSCs.
For SMS in MME the SMS service control is performed by the MME. The MME receives SMS subscriber data and the MME verifies whether the subcriber is permitted to obtain SMS services.

The SMS subscriber data received and used by the MME may be PS subscriber data (the MME directly obtains from HSS) or CS subscriber data (the MME obtains via an interworking function as described under C.5).
Note: The use of SMS in MME by an operator that also deploys CS service on GERAN or UTRAN may lead to increased signalling traffic to the HSS.
