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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT1 thanks CT3 for their LS in C1-121916 / C3-120867.
In regard to the support of OSCAR mechanisms CT1 has agreed the principle that this requires only the addition of information between P-CSCF (visited network) and the MRB (home network) via the S-CSCF and AS. 

CT3 queries the anticipated support of a number of new NNI. In CT1s opinion, nothing precluded the support of MRFs in one network with AS in another network since release 5. This could include third-party AS providers with the MRF in the home network or AS in the home network and MRF in some other network.

Within the MRB work item CT1 has clarified the additional interfaces in 3GPP TS 23.218 in release 11, as well as the provision of border control concepts, and wishes to confirm that a number of these interfaces could be between network operators.
Further CT1 wants to inform CT3 that there is ongoing discussion on means to help an IBCF in identifying different NNI traversal scenarios but no conclusion has been reached so far. The transcoding control related question that was asked in the LS has not been studied in CT1.
