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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes the general requirement for subscription information storage for fixed device and fixed access line in P4C_F.

Introduction

The P4C_F WID (S2-122592) agreed in last Kyoto meeting defines that one of the objectives is to study the usage of SPR or UDR to store policy related subscription information for fixed devices. And also as pointed out in email discussion, we find that not only for fixed device, but also for fixed access line, the policy related subscription information need be stored in SPR or UDR.

Discussion

In Rel-12 P4C_F WI, we will study the policy and QoS Control for fixed access session, which can be divided into two cases: fixed access session between fixed device and BNG, and fixed access session between RG and BNG. For the former case, the fixed device ID (e.g. NAI) can be used to identify the fixed device. For the latter case, the access line ID (logical access ID and physical access ID) can be used to identify the fixed access line (between RG and BNG).
In section 7.2.1 of TR 23.839, we also have the following assumptions:

- More than one access session (e.g. a PPPoE session) can be supported per fixed access line (e.g. RG).

- A device connected to the RG (e.g. VoIP phones) may also initiate an IP session.

- There is one IP-CAN session per fixed access session.

For each IP-CAN session for fixed access session, the PCRF obtains policy related subscription information for fixed device and fixed access line, therefore, the SPR or UDR need to be enhanced to store the related subscription information.
