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1. Overall Description:

In SA2#92, SA2 identified the following during the discussion.
The situation is as follows; VPLMN is E-UTRAN-capable, UE of an inbound roamer is E-UTRAN capable, but an E-UTRAN roaming agreement is NOT in place and only a UTRAN/GERAN roaming agreement is in place.
The problem is as follows; if the source RNC/BSS in VPLMN invokes Inter RAT handover/release with redirection from UTRAN/GERAN to E-UTRAN, the UE could go back and forth between UTRAN/GERAN and E-UTRAN, which leads to service disruption for the inbound roamer.
SA2 concluded it necessary to properly set E-UTRAN Service Handover IE in RAB Assignment Request and in Relocation Request (UTRAN), and Service UTRAN CCO IE in Create BSS Packet Flow Context Request (GERAN), as described in the attached CRs.
SA2 further concluded, to restrict Inter RAT handover/release with redirection from UTRAN/GERAN to E-UTRAN after sequential relocation/handover from an RNC/BSS to another RNC/BSS, the setting with regards to the E-UTRAN Service Handover IE and to the Service UTRAN CCO IE needs to be mirrored between RNCs/BSSs (during those procedures in terms of setting of: (a) Service UTRAN CCO IE in PS-HANDOVER-REQUEST to BSS, and (b) E-UTRAN Service Handover IE in Relocation Request to RNC.) And that needs to be clearly described.  But SA2 found such description is to be stated in TS that GERAN1 owns.
2. Actions:

To GERAN1.

ACTION: 
SA2 requests GERAN1 to take the above into consideration and to take appropriate action, if necessary.
