	CT4  asked SA2 in C4-120845 to clarify error handling for permanent session transfer error and S2-122364 has been approved at SA2#91 to clarify that after UE has handed over to CS succesfully and that when IMS session transfer has failed, then bearer level release procedure in LTE is handled as if the SRVCC HO is successfully performed.
However, 
1)  In case that UE failed to handover to the target CS RAT, it is not suitable to require that the core network (MME, MSC Server) shall take no SR-VCC specific action in the event of not receiving the Handover Complete message. Specially if the session transfer of the UE is succeful or termporarily fail at IMS, the MME should has the possibility to attempt SRVCC to the other target cells for the UE which has returned to the source LTE after PS to CS handover fail.
2)  In case that UE failed to handover to the target CS RAT and the IMS session transfer permanenet failure happened, there is no PS to CS complete notification message to carry the failure cause to notify the source LTE. 
3) Further more, the existing functionality is to release the resource in souce LTE when the UE successfully hands over to the target but IMS session transfer failed, which will result the call drop of the UE. If the IMS failure cause can be transferred to the the source ASAP, the source LTE is possible to prevent the further SRVCC actions of the UE to avoid call drop.
Hence, it is necessary to return the IMS failure cause to source network when UE failed to hand over to the target and the IMS session transfer failure happened.

Failure after UE receives HO command

If the UE encounters a failure after it receives the handover command and does not successfully transition to 3GPP UTRAN/GERAN, the UE attempts to return to E-UTRAN/UTRAN by sending a re-INVITE to the SCC AS. The MSC Server won’t send PS to CS Handover Complete message to MME/SGSN in the event of not receiving PS to CS complete notification message. If the MSC Server receives a negative response from IMS during the procedure, the MSC Server shall indicate to MME/SGSN with an error cause in PS to CS failure notification message.The MME/SGSN shall take no (v)SRVCC specific action in the event of receiving the PS to CS handover failure notification message from the  MSC Server with an error cause pointing to "permanent Session Transfer leg establishment error".
