It is proposed to modify this leaf in order to enable the operator to express the preference of the type of cell, either providing: 

· An indication of CSG member cell (independently of the CSG identity)

· One or more CSG IDs

Note: the details of the coding is for stage 3 to define

Such information can be provided together with e.g. the RAT type defined in other solutions. It is proposed that the identity of the cell is provided only if the cell type is set to CSG member cell.

When a rule becomes active, the device verifies the type of cell it is connected to or camping on, and depending on whether it is a CSG member cell or not (and optionally the CSG ID), it determines the preference for the different types of RATs.

When evaluating ANDSF rules, the device shall consider the specific type of the cell the device is camping on or connected to, and if provided in the policy, also the identity of the cell (i.e. CSG ID).
