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	Reason for change:
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	When a dual mode UE moves from LTE to WLAN, there are scenarios where it is not desirable for the UE to use simultaneous connectivity to WLAN and 3GPP (e.g. MAPCON or IFOM). While moving to WLAN, the UE needs to make sure it will receive/originate CS services such as SMS and voice calls after its move to WLAN. In other words, as the UE will have an IP address in WLAN, it needs to also be attached to 3GPP access (without IP address) to get access to CS services. But per existing specifications, when a CSFB capable UE moves to WLAN using non 3GPP mobility à la 23.402 without using IFOM or MAPCON, the UE detaches from EUTRAN, therefore the UE cannot receive CS terminated services.
This applies e.g. when:

· Voice over IMS is not supported in WLAN;

· If the UE access SMS services via SGs, and SMS over IP is not supported.
· If LTE coverage disappears.

Therefore, if the UE has registered to CSFB or SMS over E-UTRAN, it needs to register for CS services (via a LAU or combinecd RAU/LAU) to GERAN/UTRAN to continue to get CS services it had under E-UTRAN. 
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	It is specified that a UE using CSFB for voice calls or SMS in E-UTRAN shall make sure that the CS services are available as soon as possible after its move to WLAN.

	The UE will not be able to receive terminated CS services once in WLAN.

Access to CS services after a UE move from E-UTRAN to non-3GPP access 
When a UE attached for CS voice and/or non-IMS SMS service(s) via E-UTRAN selects a non-3GPP access, the UE tries to retain the same service level. This is described in TS 23.221 [26].
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
