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Abstract of the contribution: This paper discusses that there is no SA2 impact for Rel-12 PMOC.
1. Introduction

TSG SA#59 approved a new Rel-12 and a CR to capture the Stage 1 requirements for "Prevention of mobile-originating signalling and/or data traffic of UE in connected mode" (PMOC) for E-UTRAN. (See SP-130111 and SP-130110 for the WID and the CR respectively).
2. SA1 Requirements
The following requirements for TS22.011 were agreed:
------------------ Excerpt ----------------
4.x
Prevention of mobile-originating signalling and/or data traffic
The network shall be able to control the behavior of UEs in E-UTRAN in connected mode to prevent mobile originating signaling and/or data traffic, while the access barring mechanisms specified under Clause 4.3 are being applied to UEs in idle mode.

3. Affected Specifications and SA2 impacts
The SA1 requirement illustrates that this is enhancement of legacy access control mechanisms to support "connected mode" UEs, and the key use case for the mechanisms (e.g. protect RAN/NW entities) remains unmodified for PMOC. Accordingly, it is also expected that the solution will remain within the scope of RRC.
Until today, specifications regarding ACB are only specified in the TSs listed in Table 1 below.  As it is obvious, there will not be any impact on Stage 2 (SA2) specifications.

4. Conclusion - The Way Forward -
