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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes conclusions for Key Issue #5 based on the solutions in TR 23.865. 
Discussion

WLAN selection based on WLANSP rules

The key issue #5 highlights the issue of limited applicability ANDSF rules in current 3GPP specifications as these rules are currently evaluated only after WLAN network selection (NS) is performed. The ANDSF rules cannot trigger the UE to select another WLAN access network (e.g. in a different PLMN), and hence currently these rules have very limited applicability. There are two solutions, solution #10 and solution #4 proposed in the TR for this key issue.

In solution #10, WLAN NS is triggered by the provisioned WLANSP rules, when they become active. The UE discovers the available WLANs and puts them in priority order based on the active WLANSP rule. The UE compares the list of available WLANs with preferred WLANs based on WLANSP rules and selects the best match. If multiple WLANs best match the preferred WLANs, the UE selects the one out of these which supports interworking with the most preferred service provider based on pre-provisioned list of preferred service providers (PSP list) in ANDSF by the home operator. 
Solution #4 basically follows the same initial approach as solution #10 and lists the discovered WLANs in a priority order based on active WLANSP rule. However in the second step the UE checks one by one the discovered WLANs in the above priority order until it finds one that interworks with the HPLMN. If none of the discovered WLANs interwork with the HPLMN the UE selects the WLAN that interworks with the most preferred service provider in the PSP list.

The main difference between the two solutions seems to be that solution #4 places more importance on finding the WLAN that interworks with HPLMN or best matches the preferred PLMN, whereas solution #10 places more importance on finding the WLAN that satisfies the best match based on preferences in WLANSP rules. The mechanism for selecting the active WLANSP rule and obtaining the preferred service providers list is the same for two solutions.
Conclusion: Solution #10 is selected for WLAN Network Selection.
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Conclusions
Editor’s Note: This clause will provide conclusions and what further specification work is required for WLAN network selection for 3GPP terminals.
This clause contains the agreed conclusions for 3GPP specifications work.

1) ANDSF policies need to be enhanced to support WLAN selection based on identifiers other than just SSIDs as described in solution #1 in clause 6.1. Realms shall be added as additional identifiers when specifying all WLAN selection policies in ANDSF.

2) The WLAN selection will be based on a new WLAN Selection Policy (WLANSP) node in ANDSF. WLANSP is described in solution #10 in clause 6.10.

3) A Preferred Service Provider List (PSPL) node will be added to the ANDSF MO that contains a list of service providers preferred by the home operator.
4) WLAN selection shall be done based on the procedure described in solution #10 in clause 6.10.
