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1 Introduction

When studying the provisioning of services within the IP multimedia core network subsystem, consideration must also be provided to the role of the MRF, and the means by which the application logic shall access these.

This contribution introduces the concept of introducing a interface between the application servers and MRF to access the service enablers provided by the MRF.

2 Discussion

It is expected that the MRF will be used to provide support for multimedia conferencing, amongst providing other service capabilities functions.  In order to allow application logic to access the services capability features for the support of conferencing, this contribution proposes that an interface should be provided from the application network to the MRF.

This interface could be used to support the following examples:

- Conference creation and conference policy control

- Media control

Further, as it is expected that a services will have to access both the S-CSCF and the MRF, it would be desirable that any protocol between the application server and the MRF similar to the characteristics of SIP+

The discussed interface is between the “SIP application servers”, the “IM SSF” and the “OSA Service capability server”, and the MRF as depicted below & it could be able to offer the support for media manipulation as required by e.g. multimedia conferencing.

The Sr interface could support at least the following:

- allowing the creation of conferencing resources

- Supporting the capabilities of e.g. floor control, and room control
