Meeting objectives and schedule:
· One objective of the ad hoc meeting is to identify and agree as many as possible of the corrections that are still needed against our release 8 specifications in SAE/LTE. 
· Other main objective is to progress Rel-9 work in the areas within the scope of the meeting.
· Third important objective is to continue fruitful co-operation between 3GPP SA3 and TISPAN WG7.   

· We start on Monday afternoon with SAE/LTE security. We have a practical difficulty due to the fact that we would have new baseline versions of 33.401 and 33.402 available approximately 10 days before the ad hoc.
