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Dear SA3,

This time I begin with extremely sad news. The SA#43 plenary meeting (Biarritz, France, 9-12 March 2009) received information that our long-standing colleague from SA3 and respected CT6 chairman Nigel Barnes passed away, after suffering from a brief but severe illness. Let us spend some time in our next SA3 meeting in honouring memory of Nigel and remembering his always positive attitude.
As regards our submissions, I am able to report that no revisions were needed for any of them. 
The main points with impact to SA3 are listed in the following:

1. All of our proposed CR’s were approved. As requested by us, SA1 submitted CR’s to 22.101 for ciphering indicator, see SP-090079 for the approved versions.
2. Our WID “IMS media plane security” was also approved in the form proposed by us. 
3. Both of our two TR’s submitted for approval (TR 33.820 and TR 33.821) were indeed approved in the form proposed by us. The former, i.e. our study on Home (e)NB security raised some discussion, mainly from regulatory perspective. The concerns were addressed by including an explicit instruction for us in the SA meeting report: “ BMWi expressed concerns regarding the conclusions in the TR presented for approval. Making the certificate solution for authentication mandatory and the physical token solution only optional for manufacturers would violate regulators' interests. TSG SA instructed SA WG3 to take into account regulatory issues; in particular, to make sure that technical solutions for H(e)NB security do not create barriers for competition such as a burden for users to change the network operator.  “
4. Out of the three documents that we had submitted for information (TR 33.828, TS 33.224 and TR 33.812), only the first inspired some discussion. It was advised that we should pay special attention on the following aspects in the further development of the IMS media plane security TR: conferencing, OMA coordination, handling of tones and announcements.
5. The bureaucratic shortcut I reported from December plenary, i.e. inclusion of GBA push generic layer TS 33.224 in Rel-9 work plan without a need for an explicit new WID, was found to be unacceptable after all. This observation followed from a CT update of our Rel-8 GBA push WID (see CP-090112).  Now we have to create an explicit WID for “GBA push enhancement”, listing TS 33.224 as the expected output. I propose the rapporteur takes a lead on this, using appropriate pieces of text from our existing draft TS.
6. Issues of interest in GERAN area:

 - GERAN had discussed further work on A5/4 support. I explained the situation of A5/4 from SA3 point of view. See also slide 14 in my status report slides. 

7. Issues of interest in RAN area:
 - This time there were only two Rel-8 exceptions left, both in RAN4 area.

8. Issues of interest in CT area:

 - This time there was only one Rel-8 exception left: CT6 aspects of SAE;
9. Issues of interest in SA1 area:

- TS 22.220 “Service requirements for Home NodeBs and Home eNodeBs” was approved (SP-090087), including new text for security and privacy;
- Starting from Release 9, ETWS (TS 22.168 for stage 1) has become a subset of PWS (TS 22.268 for stage 1) and therefore, 22.168 does not exist anymore in release 9.
10. Issues of interest in SA2 area:

- Priorities for Home (e)NB work were defined in SP-090211;

- A 3GPP-wide “umbrella” WID was created for Home (e)NB in SP-090214, including e.g. our WI as a building block. This kind of WID was considered to be useful because there have been difficulties in coordinating the work between SA and RAN.  
11. Issues of interest in SA4 area:

 - SA4 CR on security procedures for TS 26.237 “IMS initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS User Service” was approved (in SP-090007); 
12. Issues of interest in SA5 area:
 - A WID for “Support of RTTI in IMS charging” was approved in SP-090055 with hints of needed security work. (RTTI = Real-time Transfer of Tariff Information).
13. At the point of sending this report out, freezing dates for (stage 2 and stage 3) Release 9 were still to be discussed (and confirmed) during the last day of the meeting.
