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Dear SA3,

This time I have to report that somewhat unusual amount of struggle was involved with our submissions at the SA#41 plenary meeting in Kobe, Japan, 15-18 September 2008. Fortunately, the end result is fairly close to what we wanted to achieve. The main points with impact to SA3 are listed in the following:

1. All except two of our proposed CR’s were approved. Some of them were modified:
 - Five CR’s to 33.401 contained a clash with another CR (as we already knew based on the notes from the editor related to the interim version of 33.401); SA insisted on seeing explicitly the intended final outcome after implementing all the CR’s. For this purpose two merger CR’s were created by Dionisio based on instructions from the editor (following the solution documented in the interim version). Two of our CR’s (S3-080736 and S3-080842) were merged and, respectively, three CR’s (S3-080840, S3-080696 and S3-080870) were merged. Both of the merger CR’s were approved in the form of SP-080653. The good news is that the new base version of 33.401 would be essentially identical to the SA3 interim version;
 - Based on the reply LS from SA1, it looked like the CR S3-080849 should be approved instead of S3-080810. However, a company contribution was submitted to the SA plenary (SP-080619) which tried to further improve our CR. After some discussions, a compromise was reached and the CR was approved in the form of SP-080641. We got an AP to make sure that the TS 33.402 is consistent with the approved CR. As an end result, the new base version of 33.402 is slightly different from the SA3 interim version. 

2. The two rejected CR’s were both to 33.203. Both were dealing with the issues about AKA credentials. 
 - The CR S3-080890 “Alignment of ISIM and ISIM application terminology” highlighted a difference between our usage of these terms and the CT usage. It turned out that all stage 3 specifications use the terms “ISIM” and “ISIM application” as synonyms. CT refused to introduce the difference now because nothing in their specs is shown to be broken (see CP-080669). The concrete decision was rejection of our CR but I believe we should  probably add something to our 33.203 to explain the difference between stage 2 and stage 3 usage of these two terms;

 - Probably a more substantial effect is caused by rejection of our CR S3-080891 “Adding a definition for 3GPP2 Common IMS”. Lots of discussions were devoted to our concept of “IMS Credentials” and related stage 3 specifications that are needed. The decisions from SA plenary are documented in an LS SP-080658 (formally as a reply to CP-080669) which also contains an AP to us to align IMC related parts of 33.203. We also got an exception permission to submit category “C” CR’s next time on this.

3. Our WID “Protection against Unsolicited Communication for IMS (PUCI)” (S3-080900) was approved. We were asked to communicate with OMA to make sure that neither overlaps nor gaps appear between our work and their related work on “Categorization Based Content Screening”.
4. Only one of our three TR’s (that were submitted for information) raised some substantial amount of discussion. This one was TR 33.812 about remote management of USIM Application on M2M equipment. Some speakers felt we are over-optimistic in trying to finalize the TR before December. Another discussion point was an LS from GSMA Smart Card Group (SP-080535) which we should discuss also in SA3. As a formal issue we have to make sure that “Word-comments” and underlined text are removed before submitted for approval.
5. We got explicit permissions to still submit Rel-8 CR’s other than category “F” for EPS in the areas of LI and ANDSF. Related to the latter area, it was clarified that only the non-roaming case of ANDSF is planned for inclusion in Rel-8. Document deadline for the next CT1 meeting is already 29th September and for that purpose an LS from the SA3 September ad hoc would be useful (assuming we make significant progress on ANDSF work).
6. An LS on “3GPP Namespace Identification (NID) administration” (C1-082534) was just noted and the actions were left to SA3.
7. Already in June plenary there was an updated WID “MBMS support in EPS” (SP-080442) approved. We got then an AP to review this WID and add security aspects for NDS to the WID. This AP is still pending and it would be quite embarrassing if we are not able to do this before next plenary in December.
8. Issues of interest in SA1 area:

  - Some new WIDs with (at least) hints pointing to SA3 work were approved: SP-080504 “Study on Personal Broadcast Service”, SP-080507 “Inter-Device Transfer – Requirements, SP-080633 “IMS Services Centralization and Continuity”;
- This time a new WID on “Network Improvements for Machine-type Communications (NIMTC)” (SP-080649) was approved. It explicitly excludes “machine-type communication aspects of (x)SIMs and/or new models for the management of (x)SIM”;
9. Issues of interest in SA2 area:

  - A new WIDs with hints for SA3 work was approved: SP-080558 “Feasibility Study on IMS Evolution”;
 - Among the approved CR’s to the TS 23.216: Single Radio Voice Call Continuity (SRVCC)”, there is one for adding security-related text (see SP-080586);

 - TR 23.868 "Extended Support of IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) Emergency Sessions" was brought for information with lots of security-related text (SP-080552).  
10. Issues of interest in SA4 area:

 - SA4 is planning to send us the security related part of their (draft) TS 26.237 “IMS initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS User Service” for review from their meeting SA4#51 that is held just before our November meeting. This obviously creates a schedule challenge for us; 
11. Issues of interest in RAN area:
 - Document SP-080621 (=RP-080771) summarizes explicitly the open issues for which RAN WG’s need answers from us in order to complete their LTE Rel-8 specs in time. I believe responses are needed from our September ad hoc to all of the open issues. In the off-line discussions I found out that R2-084909 gives additional information about one of the security-related open issues. 
12. The target completeness date for the SAE/LTE (including all of stage 3) is (still) December 2008. SA also set tentative freezing dates for Release 9: stage 1 by December 2008; stage 2 by June 2009, stage 3 December 2009. The intended essential contents of release 9 were described as “left-overs from Rel-8”. Prioritization discussions for Rel-9 content are planned for December plenary.
