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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA3 for their LS on false base station detection. Regarding SA3’s question on the feasibility and RAN impact to support an enriched measurement reports with a list of MIB/SIBs hashes, RAN2’s analysis and considerations are as follows:
· In R15, the connected UEs need to acquire MIB and SIB1 of the neighboring cells for ANR purpose, in which case the UE reads MIB and SIB1 to report CGI info in the measurement report based on the network’s request. Reading MIB and SIB1 by UEs in RRC_CONNECTED is disruptive to regular communication and not provided as part of normal measurement reporting. It has to be explicitly requested using a separate configuration and it should not be done frequently.
· From RAN2 perspective, to report hashes of system information is not supported in R15, therefore the new functionality needs to be specified in RAN2 to enable UE to report the hashes to the network. 
RAN2 also would like SA3 to provide more information about the enriched measurement reports to understand the solution#4 as described in SA3 TR33.809 better, especially for the following questions:
Q1: How frequently the network will request UE to report the hashes of system information which will bring impact on UE power consumption?
Q2: For the hash of MIB/SIBs, does SA3 assume this is only for MIB and SIB1, or also for other SIBs? Does SA3 assume this mechanism applies for both idle/inactive mode and connected mode?
Q3: For the additional information to be included in the logged MDT results, what additional information is required by SA3, compared with the existing parameters defined in NR measurement reporting (including SON/MDT)?
