Rationale

In the living document for TS 33.223 [1], there is Editor's Note mentioning GBA AKA as below:

Editor’s Note: Whether GBA AKA is still application in 5G-GBA is FFS.
TS 33.220 [2] contains the following definition:

AKA-based GBA: This term collectively refers to all GBA variants that make use of a form of the AKA protocol on the Ub interface, i.e. the term refers to GBA_ME, GBA_U, and 2G GBA, as defined in the present document, and to GBA_push as defined in TS 33.223 [45]. 

Therefore, the AKA-based GBA is taking place over: 
-
the Ub interface between the UE and the BSF in the case of GBA, and 
-
the Upa protocol between the Push-NAF and the UE in the case of GBA Push. 
According to the GBA_5G WID [3] the work performed shall not impact the UE. The Ub as well as the Upa interface are defined between the UE and the BSF and between the UE and the Push-NAF respectively. As a result, these interfaces are assumed to be unchanged in the context of this work item. 

Moreover, the GBA AKA authentication vectors have already been introduced in the living document of GBA and as a result it is assumed that the GBA AKA is used unchanged in this work item. 
This contribution proposes to remove the mentioned Editor's Note.
