1. Overall Description:

SA3 has started a “Study on the security of Access and Mobility Management Function (AMF) re-allocation”, which is documented in its TR 33.864. As the basis of the understanding of the issue in this study, SA3 believes a clear definition of levels of slice isolation is needed, thus would like to ask following questions to SA1 and SA2.

[Question to SA1]: What are the service requirements of different levels of slice isolation? Is it necessary to forbid direct communications of the NFs in the slice with the NFs not in the slice in the core network, in some deployment scenarios with strict slice isolation requirements?

[Question to SA2]: Is there any architecture with strict slice isolation requirement, in which the Target AMF in a slice is unable to communicate with other AMFs which are not in the slice? Or the Target AMF in a slice is unable to communicate with any other NFs which are not in the slice?
