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1	Overall description
SA3 thanks SA2 for the LS S2-2009339 on LS on IP address to GPSI translation.
SA3 sees no security issue with the SA2 proposed solution to specify a capability exposure API allowing an AF to resolve UE addressing information (e.g. UE IP address) into a static UE identifier. 
However, SA3 assumes that the AF is an authenticated AF (not any AF) and the validity of the translated static UE identifier is restricted to a defined validity time. To avoid continuous tracking of the UE, NEF should expose a translated GPSI, with a validity timer. The translated GPSI should be Application server specific. To reduce the storage requirements on NEF, it may be better to store the minimum parameters like encryption key, NONCE etc only at the NEF, but make Application server store the UE specific parameters like validity time etc. SA3 will capture the details of the GPSI translation to a temporary UE identifier in an annex to TS 33.401.
