This contribution tries to delete two editor’s Notes. 
The second “Editor’s Note: Whether user plane architecture is adopted by SA2 is FFS”  can be deleted because SA2 has agreed that user plane architecture is adopted for normative work.

The third “Editor’s Note: 3GPP TS 33.303 specifies the use of GBA to protect PC3 interface. The benefits to define additional solution to secure PC3 when GBA is already specified are FFS,”  can be deleted because AKMA-only application may exist and this kind of application may use 5G Prose service. So it is dangerous to exclude AKMA in 5G Prose at this early stage.

Editor’s Note: Each solution should motivate how the potential security requirements of the key issues being addressed are fulfilled.



AKMA is a new feature introduced in 5G, while GBA is designed in 3G and can be used 2G and 4G.  Meanwhile GBA is adapting to 5G. In 5G lifetime, an application may only support AKMA feature. Hence, in order to let the AKMA-only application use 5G Prose, AKMA is recommended to be supported in 5G Prose.
