Rationale

SA2 received an LS from RAN2 on the user consent for trace reporting. At the end of the LS, RAN2 observe that they do not believe that user consent is necessary for including location information in RLF/CEF reports. 
The need for user consent for reporting location information will not be the same in different place and the world and may vary over time. To develop a UE that meets such requirement would require the UE to only send such information if requested by the network after any needed consent has been obtained. Hence it is proposed to respond to the LS [1] that user consent is needed for the inclusion of location information in RLF/CEF reports.
