User consent revocation
Editor's Note: This clause will describe how to handle revocation of user consent in order to provide guideline that if a new use case needs to revoke of user consent.

The following procedures shall be enabled based on local policies and regulations:
For any service requiring user consent, whenever a service is invoked by a service consumer directly, the service provider shall subscribe to the proper notification service to monitor user consent parameters changes. 

Whenever the user consent is revoked, the service provider shall halt the processing of any data subject to the revoked user consent.

In case there is an intermediate NF which is involved in the service invocation, e.g. NWDAF, NEF, etc., the intermediate NF shall subscribe to the proper notification service to monitor user consent parameters changes. 
Whenever the user consent is revoked, the intermediate NF shall halt the processing of any data subject to the user consent, if any. The intermediate NF shall notify the service consumers to halt the processing of any data subject to the revoked user consent.
As described in clause 14.2.Y, the notification service is provided by the UDM.
