As one conclusion of Key Issue #1 (Support of EAP-AKA’ authentication for NSWO) this contribution proposes to record the possibility to use the architecture in figure 6.3.2.1-1  and related procedures as they are already possible to be deployed and used based on Rel-16 specifications to enable NSWO authentication for 4G subscriptions and 5G subscriptions supporting EPS interworking. This architecture and procedures do not have any impact on the UE (i.e., can be used with pre-Rel-17 UEs). This solution does not provide SUPI privacy for NSWO.  Evaluations of the solutions are proposed in S3-213543, S3-213545 and S3-213548. 	Comment by Author: The figure number in the TR is 6.Y.2.1-1 while it should be 6.3.2.1-1.
It should be noted that Ericsson has submitted also another contribution in S3-213555 which is independent of this proposal and which proposes additional conclusions for a solution which provides SUPI privacy for 5G subscribers using Rel-17 UEs.

7.x Conclusion for Key Issue #1
The following is concluded for Key Issue #1:
-	The architecture in figure 6.3.2.1-1   and corresponding procedures are already supported in Rel-16 specifications. This architecture is applicable to enable NSWO authentication for 4G subscriptions and 5G subscriptions supporting EPS interworking. This solution works also with pre-Rel-17 UEs. This architecture does not support SUPI privacy. It is recommended to record this possibility in an informative annex e.g., in TS 33.402.
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
