Acceptance of conclusions in Key Issue #3 of TR33.850.
2
Rationale

The communication optimized approach in Solution 9 allows updating a group key with a reduced signaling overhead. While other key update solutions require N point-to-point interactions for an MBS group of N devices, the communication optimized approach requires SQRT(N) point-to-point interactions. 
For instance, in a large group of 10000 devices, instead of 10000 point to point interactions, only 100 are required.

Thus, it is meaningful to use this communication optimized approach in Solution 9 to reduce the signaling overhead during normative phase. Solution 9 has been integrated with Solutions 1 and 2 in the current version of TR 33.850 and it can also be easily integrated with other solutions. For instance, in SA3 104-e, Tdoc S3-212765 describes how this communication optimized approach can be applied to Solution #11. Other solutions, e.g., Solution #12, can be easily adapted to use it.
