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1	Overall description
SA3 thanks RAN2 for the LS R2-2106543 on UE location aspects in NTN. 
As the UE reported location information is sent before the establishment of AS security, there is the risk that the UE’s location is exposed in clear text to attackers over the air interface. Concerning the location accuracy of ~2km radius or greater, whether it has privacy concern or not depends on whether attackers can launch any attack with the location information of such accuracy. It is deemed possible that attackers are able to launch attacks with location information of ~2km radius accuracy.
In addition, it is even more concerned when the UE’s permanent identity (e.g. IMSI) is sent together with the location information in clear text during initial access, which facilitates the attackers to link the location information with the user.
Therefore, SA3 is of the view that the UE reporting its location information to NG-RAN with ~2km radius accuracy before AS security is established has privacy concern.
