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	Reason for change:
	The key management for group communication is based on the GMK which is distributed with the “Notify group configuration request”at group management phase before the group communication happens. However, when it comes to the temporary group call for group regroup or user regroup procedure, the existing security mechanim defined in 3GPP TS 33.180 is not applied as the group call is not over a single group that already formed.
The GMK is used to derive the SRTP Master Key/Salt which is used to establish protection of the group-broadcast group media. The security solution is to provide a pre-configured GMK for all the groups or users which may included in the temporary group call.

Temporary Group call peformed by group regroup is defined in clause 10.6.2.5.3 of 23.379 [2] and Temporary Group call peformed by user regroup is defined in clause 10.6.2.8 of 23.379 [2]. Furthermore, the temporary group call may be initiated based on Group regroup with preconfigured group or User regroup with preconfigured group defined in TS 23.379 [2] and TS 23.280 [36]. 
Security for temporary group call is based on the GMK and GMK ID obtained through a predefined group security configuration. The GMK and the GMK-ID from predefined group security configuration is used to derive the master key and master salt as described in clause 7.4.2 and used to secure the media as described in clause 7.5 when a call is initiated for temporary group.  
· For temporary Group call peformed by group regroup or user regroup, the predefined group security configuration to be used is identified during the temporary group call performed by group regroup or user regroup procedure.
· For temporary Group call based on the Group regroup with preconfigured group or User regroup with preconfigured group, the predefined group security configuration(i.e. the GMK and GMK-ID)  to be used is identified during regroup procedure.
