CT1 thanks GSMA FSAG for their LS on attack preventing NAS procedures to succeed.

CT1 has discussed the Man-in-the-Middle (MitM) attack mentioned in the LS and would like to provide following feedback:
If the MitM attacker is always there to surreptitiously cause chosen NAS messages not to reach their destination, there is no way to resolve caused threat from NAS protocol perspective and when the MitM attacker goes away, threat will disappear as well. Hence, CT1 believes that no clarification/mitigation from NAS protocol perspective can be provided for the threat indicated in the LS.
The above feedback can be applied to 5GS as well.
