AI/ML for RAN feature is studied in 3GPP TR 37.817 [xx] where it has been concluded that three use cases are specified in the normative phase: AI/ML-based Network Energy Saving, AI/ML-based Load Balancing and AI/ML-based Mobility Optimization. 
All these use cases are designed for network optimization. In order to achieve this purpose, the NG-RAN may require UE’s location information, e.g. coordinates, serving cell ID, moving velocity, etc. Such information is privacy sensitive since it can help identifying and tracking users and hence the collection of such location information may require user consent depending on local regulations.
This key issue is intended to study whether there is any need to enhance the current user consent framework specified in Annex V in 3GPP TS 33.501 [3].

Collection of location information and other privacy sensitive information that can help identifying and tracking users without the user consent may violate user privacy as well as local regulation.

The 5GS shall provide the means to enforce proper user consent checking in order to enable NG-RAN obtaining the UE’s location for AI/MLfor network optimization, should it be required by local regulation.
The 5GS shall provide the means for user consent revocation for AI/ML for network optimization.
