SA2 has concluded its Key Issue #1 "Enabling support for idle and connected mode mobility between SNPNs without new network selection" in TR 23.700-08 [2] and started related normative work as documented in the WID for eNPN_Ph2 [3]. According to the conclusions and the WID objectives, the new normative work in SA2 extends the usage of equivalent PLMN lists to equivalent SNPN lists. According to current understanding, these normative changes seem to be transparent to the security features of existing 5G specifications.

Conclusions

7.1
General 

The scope of this document (clause 1) lists support of enhanced mobility by enabling support for idle and connected mode mobility between SNPNs without new network selection: study if existing security mechanisms for mobility between PLMNs can be reused for SNPNs or if new security mechanisms are needed. The conclusions for Key Issue #1 "Enabling support for idle and connected mode mobility between SNPNs without new network selection" in TR 23.700-08 [2] are captured in clause 8.1 of TR 23.700-08 [2]. The normative work outlined in these conclusions seems to be transparent to the security features of existing 5G specifications, i.e., existing 5G security specifications apply without necessary updates. Therefore, it is concluded that, according to current understanding, no new security requirements or procedures related to Key Issue #1 in TR 23.700-08 [2] are necessary.
