It has been concluded in TR23.700-41 [3] that normative work will specify a slice based SoR mechanism to deliver enhanced slice-aware SoR information reusing the current SoR mechanism defined in TS 23.122 [x]. According to the current SoR mechanism, the list of the preferred PLMN/access technology combinations may be generated by a dedicated steering of roaming application function (SOR-AF). However, it is a security requirement that the S-NSSAI cannot be to be sent to an AF if it is deployed outside the 3GPP operator domain (TS 33.501 [4]).
