Key Issue #1: Security for UE-to-UE Relay discovery
For Key Issue #1, the following statements are agreed:

The following conclusions are applicable to both Model A and Model B 5G ProSe UE-to-UE Relay discovery:
· Both direct discovery set(s) and U2U discovery set in 5G ProSe UE-to-UE Relay discovery messages need to be protected with discovery security materials.
·  The discovery messages protection mechanisms specified in clause 6.1.3.2.3 of TS 33.503 [6] are reused for the direct discovery set(s) and U2U discovery set protection during 5G ProSe UE-to-UE Relay discovery. 

· The discovery security materials are provided to the 5G ProSe UE-to-UE Relay and the 5G ProSe End UEs by the PKMF representing user-plane based security procedure, and by the DDNMF representing  control-plane based security procedure.
