3	Rationale
This architecture uses ECSs provided in HPLMN and VPLMN, in which the EEC in the UE obtains services from V-ECS and V-EES. In this architecture, the H-ECS is associated with HPLMN, while the V-ECS and the EDN which the UE accesses is associated with VPLMN. For one reference architecture, a new reference point EDGE-10 is defined between ECSs. The EEC may perform service provisioning procedure with the the V-ECS if the H-ECS provides V-ECS information to the EEC.
The roaming related requirement is described in GSMA OPG as follows: "Access of roaming subscribers to edge applications in the visited network shall be subject to authorisation by the subscriber's Home OP and the Visited OP". 
This contribution proposes a token-based solution key issue #2.3 in TR 33.739 [1].

This solution addresses KI#2.3 on the authorization of EEC by V-ECS in VPLMN. 
[bookmark: _Toc107909384]6.X.2	Solution details
For the authorization of EEC to access the V-ECS, one option is to pre-configure the V-ECS with the identities of roaming UEs that the V-ECS is allowed to provide services.  The problem with this approach is that the home network would not be able to easily revoke or grant the UE’s authorization to communicate with the V-ECS. 
Therefore, this solution proposes that the home network should be able to control whether the UE is allowed to communciate with V-ECS’s by allowing the H-ECS to give a token to the EEC that the EEC can provide to the V-ECS.  The V-ECS can then use the token to check that the UE is authorized to communicate with the V-ECS.
