3	Rationale
This contribution proposes to update a conclusion for Key Issue #3.
First, in the last SA2 meeting (SA2#156E), SA2 agreed that 5G DDNMF is not involved in Ranging/SL positioning services, therefore, no ProSe codes are used for discovery. To be aligned with TS 23.586 [1], it is proposed to take the Restricted Discovery security procedure as a baseline for discovery security of 5G ProSe capable UEs with the following changes:
-	The discovery security materials are provisioned by 5G PKMF.
-	ProSe codes (i.e., ProSe Restricted code for Model A and ProSe Query/Response code for Model B) are not used.
Second, SA2 agreed that V2X and 5G ProSe cross communication is not supported for Ranging/SL Positioning, which is specified in clause 5.3.2.1 of TS 23.586 [1] as follows. 
NOTE: For a UE that is both V2X capable and 5G ProSe capable, separate RSPP sessions will be used, i.e. no V2X and 5G ProSe cross communication is supported.      
In addition, clause 5.2.1 of TS 23.586 [1] specifies that the V2X capable UEs support the integrated discovery as defined in TS 23.287 [2]. This means the V2X capable UEs may not support the restricted 5G ProSe Direct Discovery, which requires a network entity (i.e., 5G DDNMF) to provide the security keys.  
Based on the above, it is proposed to update the conclusion of KI #3 for V2X capable UEs to get it aligned with TS 23.586 [1].   
4	Detailed proposal
It is proposed that SA3 approve the below pCR for inclusion in the TR [3].
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For protection of discovery procedure, the following conclusions are made:
-	For ProSe capable UEs, the 5G ProSe Restricted Discovery security procedure defined in clause 6.1.3.2 of TS 33.503 [6] is taken as the baseline for discovery security with the following changes:
-	The discovery security materials are provisioned by 5G PKMF or PCF.
-	For V2X capable UEs, the security procedures defined in clause 5.3.3 of TS 33.536 [5] is reused. 
NOTE: Whether the DCR message of V2X capable UEs needs to be protected is to be determined during normative work based on the DCR information defined by SA2 and RAN2.
