Proposes conclusion for KI#1.

Rationale

A conclusion is proposed for KI#1 (Authentication and authorization for PINE) in [1]. The proposed conclusion is based on solutions and evaluations for KI#1 in [1], as well as on the respective conclusions of [2]. In [2], it is concluded that PINE is transparent to 5GC. Furthermore, solutions have been identified in [1] (e.g., solutions #7 and #10), where the authentication and authorization of the PINE is performed locally within the PIN domain (i.e., without impacting the 5GC). The authentication and authorization of PINE within the PIN domain is dependent on the local interface used between the PINE and the PEGC/PEMC and can use existing authentication and authorization mechanisms specified for the local interface. 

Therefore, it is proposed to conclude that no normative work is needed for KI#1.

Conclusions for KI#1

Based on the conclusions of [2], PIN Elements are authorized locally as they are authorized by the PEMC, which is local to the PIN that it manages.  Furthermore, PINEs are locally allowed/disallowed to join the PIN by the PEGC. 
The authentication and authorization procedure for PINE should be local and should have no impact on 5GC.
PIN Element can establish connection to the PEMC and PEGC and perform authentication and authorization using the local interface e.g., PC5, WLAN or Bluetooth. The actual security mechanisms used over the local interface are already defined in the respective specifications for the local interface. 
Therefore, it is concluded that no normative work is required.
