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1. Overall Description:
SA3 thanks RAN2 for their LS on Reporting of Relay UE C-RNTI and NCGI.
RAN2 asks SA3 to check if any security concern on the working assumption (WA) that remote-UE reports the RRC_CONNECTED relay-UE C-RNTI and serving cell ID (e.g., NCGI) for indirect path addition during the operation of multi-path in Scenario 2 (where the remote UE accesses the network via both a direct Uu path and another indirect relayed path which is an ideal UE-UE connection but not defined in 3GPP). This WA indicates that the C-RNTI and serving cell ID (e.g., NCGI) of relay UE is visible to remote UE during the operation of multi-path in Scenario 2.

SA3 analyzed the scenario and confirms there is no security concern on reporting of C-RNTI and serving cell ID of relay UE by the remote UE with following justifications:
· Trust relationship between remote UE and relay UE is established when relay UE has been decided to provide relay service to the remote UE, e.g. relay UE already authenticated remote UE. 
· Similarly, security link could be established between remote UE and relay UE after the relay UE authenticated the remote UE. 
· The AS security is available to protect C-RNTI and serving cell ID of the relay UE in report from remote UE to gNB through the direct path.
