Discussion
SA3 received the LS [1] from CT3 on AKMA service restrictions in Rel-17. The restriction is because of the NOTE on roaming. The NOTE says “Roaming aspects are not considered in the present document”. It is known that AKMA roaming has been specified in R-18, and the progress can be concluded as:

1. Update the AKMA Architecture in Figure 4.1-2 to indicate the case a is used when the AF belongs to the HPLMN of the UE.
2. Update the description of AKMA Architecture in clause 4.1 to show the architecture is applicable to the roaming and non-roaming cases.

3. Remove the Note “NOTE:
Roaming aspects are not considered in the present document”

From the above information, we can see the changes compared to R-17 was neither introducing any new procedure nor updating any existing procedure. In a word, there is no architecture requirement was identified. Thus, the roaming can be supported without any upgrade to the existing procedure. Based on the above analyzing, it is proposed to remove the AKMA roaming restriction in R-17, and add the same roaming content to R-17. With this, the reply LS to CT3 can also say the roaming restriction is removed.
