3GPP TR 33.870 Study of privacy of identifiers over radio access includes a key issue#2 Users Identified by Priority Access. Several solutions have been proposed to address KI#2 in this study for protecting the privacy of high priority users, one of the solutions is Solution #11. Based on Solution #11, the UE behaviour is impacted for sending high priority “establishment cause” and “resume cause” in RRC set up and RRC resume messages in which the high priority establishment cause “mps-PriorityAccess”, “mcs-PriorityAccess” and “HighPriorityAccess” (HPA) will only be sent, and still in clear text, for the scenarios either when the Access Class Barring (ACB) broadcast or the network rejection is received by the UE. 
SA3 is seeking feedback from RAN2, RAN3, and CT1 regarding the feasibility and RAN and CN implications of the proposed solution.
1. Would the UE behaviour change described by the Solution #11 have any impact to the RAN or CN specifications?
2. Does the Access Class Barring (ACB) determination/broadcast decision consider any core overload situations?
